PROMOTERS CONDITIONS

1) This 'Meet' is licensed by the A.S.A. for entry into National and Regional Competition
2) This 'Meet' will be held under A.S.A. Laws and Techincal Rules.

3) Entries will be accepted if the swimmer meets the qualifying time for each entered event. The 'Promotors'
reserve the right to return entries if events are over subscribed based on, 'First come first serve'

Note! Entries outside the upper limit time may be made and should be highlighted on the entry form,
including the reason for entry, e.g. requiring short course national time; swimming as 13 years

at this meet but require 14 years qualifying time for nationals etc. The promoter's decision

will be final.

4) The pool length is 25 metres with 8 lanes and A.O.E. timing. The depth at the shallow end is 1 metre.

5) The age groups are 9 years, 10 years, 11 years, 12 years, 13 years, 14 years, and 15+ years.
Age at midnight on 25th October 2009.

6) Each event will be on 'Heat Declared Winner', basis.

7 All events will be seeded on submitted entry times.

8) The first three (3) swimmers in each event in each age group will receive awards.

9 There will be a cash award for the top visting club. Points will be awarded as follows:

1st = 8pts, 2nd = 7 pts, 3rd = 6pts, 4th = 5pts, 5th = 4pts, 6th = 3pts, 7th = 2pts, 8th = 1pts.
10) All competitors cards must be posted in the boxes provided, at least 45 minutes before the start of the session.

11) Swimmers must report to the 'Competition Stewards' when instructed to do so. Any competitor not reporting
in time may be excluded.

12) A maximum of two (2) Coaches / Team Managers passes per Club will be allowed on poolside with the
exception of large Club entries who will be allowed three (3) Coaches / Team Managers passes. Passes
must be be applied for with the 'Entry Forms'.

13) The 'Promotors' reserve the right to refuse admission to any person.
14) The ' Promotors' reserve the right, in the interest of time, to operate ' Over the top' starts.
15) Lockers are available in the changing rooms but no valuables should be left unattended. The ' Promoters '

cannot accept liability for any losses or damage that may occur.

16) Any situation not covered by the above ' Promoter's conditions' will be at the discretion of the 'Promoters'
who also reserve the right to make any changes that may be considered necessary for the smooth running
and discipline of the 'Meet'.
